Mulching and Watering
Soils mulched with dark compost will continue to collect the warmth of the
sun until covered with snow. Warmer soils promote more root growth.

We do want to let our plants know that some colder nights are eventually
arriving so we begin to taper off on watering just a bit in September.  Once
fall colors begin in earnest it is OK to increase watering a little but with
shorter days and cooler nights your garden will require much less than it
does now.

If your mulch is wearing thin - RE-MULCH!  Remember, "NO BARE SOIL".  Use
less water, pull fewer weeds, fertilize less and your plants grow faster all
with just a few inches of mulch.
